GPAC

The Goulburn Performing Arts Centre is located in
Goulburn's historic town hall, known as the McDermott
Centre. When you step inside, you'll find a stunning glass
atrium that connects to a state-of-the-art auditorium with
400 seats. They've made sure to include wheelchair seating
and a hearing loop for accessibility.

The auditorium is equipped with all the modern tech you
could imagine, like a fly tower, a counterweight fly system,
lighting bridges, an opera pit, and a powerful 15,000-lumen
projector. GPAC also has four dressing rooms, a band room,
a green room, workshops, and a loading dock.

GPAC also holds a Box Office, and an awesome wine bar
and boutique performance space called 'the Meeting
Place’, where you can meet before all performances.

GPAC is known for its fantastic annual Season of live
performances. They cover a wide range of genres, including
drama, opera, classical and contemporary music, dance,
circus, children's shows, and programs for seniors. They
also make a point to feature works from First Nations
artists and culturally diverse performances.
